The current rating system will be applied at all times; currently, the one that appears in RD 1125/2003, 

article 5º. The results obtained by the student in each of the subjects of the curriculum will be graded 

according to the following numerical scale from 0 to 10, with the expression of a decimal, to which the 

corresponding qualitative qualification can be added: 0 - 4, 9: Suspense (SS), 5.0 - 6.9: Pass (AP), 7.0 - 

8.9: Remarkable (NT), 9.0 - 10: Outstanding (SB). The mention of Enrollment of Honor may be granted 

to students who have obtained a grade equal to or greater than 9.0. Their number may not exceed 5% of 

the students enrolled in a subject in the corresponding academic year, unless the number of students 

enrolled is less than 20, in which case a single Honor Enrollment may be granted 

In each call, there will be a final global test with which you can pass the course.
